About Domestic Violence

The number of battered women is staggering – more than 2 million in the U.S. every year report being battered. In Marion County alone, this number is 21,000. A study entitled “Research and Interventions to Reduce Domestic Violence Revictimization” asserts that victims who go to shelters like the Julian Center may experience less violence in the weeks immediately following their stays and that shelters may contribute to increased access to services that may in turn reduce revictimization.

The Indiana Coalition Against Domestic Violence (ICADV) reported on the demographics of domestic violence victims served in Indiana shelters from July 1, 2005 through June 30, 2006.  The ages of adult domestic violence victims served in Indiana shelters was as follows:  15-17 – 0.7%, 18-24 – 20%, 25-35 – 36.9%, 36-46 – 26.1%, 47-59 – 11.1%, 60 and older – 1.4%, Unknown – 3.8%. According to ICADV, 80.6% of domestic violence victims had incomes of $0 to $15,000.  

About the Julian Center

The Julian Center is a nonprofit agency providing counseling, safe shelter, and education for survivors of domestic violence, sexual assault, and other life crises. Through outreach and consultation, the Julian Center also seeks to educate the community about the issue of domestic violence and its impact on everyone’s lives. In 2006 alone, the Julian Center helped more than 1,381 women and children – half of there residents were children - escape the devastating affects of abuse and start a new life. Programs and services of the Julian Center are designed to contribute to a significant reduction in the incidence of violence against women and their children, to support survivors in healing, and to help break the intergenerational cycle of abuse.
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
